● Digital Learning – Digital Learning is integrated into the curriculum. Students provide their own 

laptop/tablet. 
● Leadership Training – There is a major emphasis on the ability to lead a team and being part of a team. 
● Flexible Learning Spaces allow for the implementation of different learning strategies.
